Schedule Change Policy:

Once students have developed a schedule or have chosen appropriate classes through the scheduling process, there will be NO schedule changes except for the following reasons:  a student failed a class and needs to repeat that class; a class is missing but necessary for graduation (seniors only), and a student is currently scheduled for a class for which credit was previously received.  Once school has begun the only schedule change that will be considered will be counselor or administrator initiated after teacher consultation. 
Schedule Limit Policy:

1. Only senior students shall be allowed to be office aide. Students shall receive no more than two ½ credits as an aide. Students shall not drop a class to become an aide. There shall be no exceptions to this policy. 
2. In order to qualify as an aide, a senior must be approved by supervising teacher and be in compliance with all SBDM policies. 
3. If there is a schedule change initiated by a counselor or administrator, after teacher consultation, students shall have a completed schedule change form in order to change classes. This form must be signed by the current teacher, new teacher, an administrator, and parent or guardian before the class change may take effect.

Grade 9-12

 ½ credits (required)

Pre-requisite: none

Fee: none

One Trimester

This class encompasses the beliefs, thoughts, and traditions of humankind as reflected in history, philosophy, religion, dance, music, and literature. The study of these subjects will promote an understanding of the connections among the arts and their historical and cultural contexts, and foster an examination of the common elements.  Students will engage in activities related to dance and music. This course is to be taken in conjunction with Humanities: Visual Arts & Drama for the required one full credit of Humanities. 

Humanities: Visual Arts & Drama
Grade 9-12

½ credits (required)

 Pre-requisite: none

Fee: none

One Trimester

This class encompasses the beliefs, thoughts, and traditions of humankind as reflected in history, philosophy, religion, visual arts, drama, and literature. The study of these subjects will promote an understanding of the connections among the arts and their historical and cultural contexts, and foster an examination of the common elements.  Students will engage in activities related to visual arts and drama. This course is to be taken in conjunction with Humanities: Music & Dance for the required one full credit in Humanities.

Art I A Drawing
Grades 9-12

½ credit for each section

Pre-requisite: none

Fee: none

One Trimester

This course is designed to give students introductory art skills in drawing.  Medias used in this class will include pencil, colored pencil, pen & ink, charcoal.  This class teaches fundamentals in drawing such as perspective, basic shapes, proportion, value and composition.  This class emphasizes principles of design and elements of art used in drawing.  

Art I B Color Study
Grades 9-12

½ credit for each section

Pre-requisite: Art I A Drawing

Fee: none

One Trimester

This course is designed to enhance student knowledge of color theory.  Various drawing and painting mediums will be explored to teach students about traditions in art history such as; portrait, still-life, landscape.  Student work will focus on the implementation of the color wheel, art processes, and principles of design.
This course provides instruction in basic art areas with emphasis on the use color.  Different Medias used in each area will also be explored such as pastels, watercolor, acrylic and tempera.  Visual art careers, history, appreciation, evaluation, and aesthetics will be incorporated in the studio instruction.  This class is required for all other art classes.

Art I A must be taken before Art I B.

Art 2 Advanced Art 

Grades 10-12
1/2 credit for each section
Prerequisites: Art I with at least a “B” average.
Fee: $5.00

One Trimester

Art 2 is a course that builds upon the fundamentals within art 1.Students will have the opportunity to explore various media as well as various techniques related to art making 
Advanced Painting 
Grades 10-12   

½ credit for each section

Prerequisite: Art I A, Art I B and Art II

Fee: $10.00

Three Trimesters

This course provides in-depth instruction in and an investigation of different painting media.
 Advanced Drawing

Grades 10-12  

½ credit for each section

Prerequisite: "B" average in Art I and Art II

Fee: $10.00

Three Trimesters

This course continues the in-depth instruction in drawing and an investigation of various drawing media.
Independent Study in Art
Grades 11-12

Up to 3 credits

Prerequisite: Teacher approval

Fee: $10.00

Can take up to 8 trimesters 

This course is a prerequisite for AP Studio Art: Drawing portfolio or General portfolio. In this class, students will begin working on an area of concentration; section required in the AP portfolio.
AP Studio Art: Drawing, 2- Dimensional Design and Sculpture A, B, & C
Grades 11-12

1½ credit credits

Prerequisite: Independent Study in Art

Fee: $10.00

Three Trimesters

This college-level course prepares students for the advanced placement portfolio.  Students work individually on different areas of concentration and assigned projects in the quality section of the portfolio.
Printmaking

Grades 10-12
1/2 credit
Prerequisite: Art 1 with at least a”B”average.

 Fee: none

One Trimester
Printmaking is a course designed to provide students with a fundamental understanding of the processes and techniques involved in printmaking. Emphasis will be placed on various techniques, as well as issues specifically related to design and composition.
Sculpture
Grades 10-12

1/2 credit
Prerequisite: Art 1 with at least a “B” Average.
 Fee: none

One Trimester

   Sculpture is a course designed to provide students with a fundamental understanding of the processes, techniques, and design problems encountered in three dimensional art. Students will be presented with specific assignments relating to form. Students will also have the opportunity to explore various materials within the context of each assignment.
Ceramics I: Beginning hand building
Grades 9-12 
1/2 credit
Pre-requisite: none
Fee: $25.00
One Trimester
Ceramics one is a course that is designed to provide students with a fundamental understanding of

ceramic design, construction and surface treatment. Emphasis will be placed upon various

construction techniques excluding the potter’s wheel. Basics such as proper glazing and firing will

be explored in depth.
Ceramics 2: Advanced hand building and introduction to the wheel
Grades 10-12
½ credit
Prerequisites: Art 1 with at least a “C” average.
Fee: $25.00

One Trimester
Ceramics two is a coarse that builds upon the fundamentals taught within ceramics one. Students will experience guided instruction in wheel throwing, as well as advanced hand building techniques. Emphasis will be placed upon independent self directed exploration of either the potter’s wheel or advanced hand building. The class will consist of lectures, demonstrations presentations/critiques. Students will be required to keep a sketchbook which will contain project proposals, working sketches and notes related to classroom discussions. Technical issues such as firing and surface treatment will also be explored in depth.
Concert Choir
Grades 9-12

1/2 credit: Maximum (1 1/2) one and one half

Prerequisite: Audition

Fee: tux rental and dress purchase

One Trimester

The course teaches music through group performance.  The group studies and performs a wide program of music literature.  This course will have one concert as well as other smaller performances in the community.  Students are expected to demonstrate basic musical skills and be accepted after completing the audition process.  Piano Lab would be an elective that would improve the student’s sight reading scores.  AP Music Theory is also recommended for any student wishing to pursue Music in college or to improve the student’s sight reading skills.  ** Students who wish to audition for all state chorus MUST also take A Cappella Choir A and B along with Concert Choir.
** Freshmen should take Concert Choir before taking either A Cappella Choir A or B.

A Cappella Choir A and B
Grades 9-12

One credit: Maximum (3) three

Prerequisite: Concert Choir or Audition

Fee: tux rental and dress purchase

Two Trimesters

This class is a continuation of concert choir; students will further develop the voice through study, practice and performance with an emphasis on a cappella music.  Performance opportunities will include at least two concerts, other smaller performances throughout the state and community as well as District and State Festival.  An audition is required unless the student is already in Concert Choir.  Piano Lab would be an elective that would improve the student’s sight reading scores.  AP Music Theory is also recommended for any student wishing to pursue Music in college or to improve the student’s sight reading skills.  **Students who wish to audition for all state chorus MUST also take Concert Choir in the first trimester.  ** Freshmen MUST take Concert Choir before taking A Cappella Choir A or B.
General Chorus 

Grades 9-12

One credit: Maximum (4) four

Prerequisite:  none

Fee: none

Two Trimesters

This group studies and performs a wide program of music literature.  This group has several performances throughout the year including public concerts and other smaller performances throughout the community.  The class is open to anyone who has a desire to learn the basics of music and proper singing techniques.  Piano Lab would be an elective that would improve the student’s sight reading scores.  AP Music Theory is also recommended for any student wishing to pursue Music in college or to improve the student’s sight reading skills.
Women’s Choir
Grades 9-12

1/2 Credit:  Maximum (2) 

Prerequisite:  None

Fee: none

One Trimester

This group studies and performs a wide program of music literature.  The group will perform at least one concert and various other smaller performances throughout the community and state.  The class is open to any female who wishes to improve their singing techniques.

Piano Lab would be an elective that would improve the student’s sight reading scores.  AP Music Theory is also recommended for any student wishing to pursue Music in college or to improve the student’s sight reading skills.  

Men’s Choir

Grades 9-12
½ Credit: Maximum (2)

Prerequisite:  None

Fee:  None

One Trimester

 This group studies and performs a wide program of music literature.  The group will perform one concert and various other smaller performances throughout the community and state.  The class is open to any female who wishes to improve their singing techniques.

Piano Lab would be an elective that would improve the student’s sight reading scores.  AP Music Theory is also recommended for any student wishing to pursue Music in college or to improve the student’s sight reading skills.  

Vocal Solo and Ensemble (individual help for solo work and auditions)

½ Credit:  Maximum (2)

Pre-requisite:  be able to carry a tune

Fee:  none

One Trimester
This class is a performance class for experienced vocalists wishing to prepare for college auditions, GSA auditions, solo events and to improve vocal skills.  Students will receive individual help on standard Classical solo repertoire.  Students will also work individually on sight reading skills in preparation for various auditions such as GSA, All State, College Solo and Ensemble and other such opportunities.

Piano Lab
Grades 9-12

1/2 Credit: Maximum (4) four

Pre-requisite: none

Fee: none

One Trimester

This course studies music through the keyboard.  Students will study basic musical skills while learning to play the piano.  The course is open to beginners through advanced keyboardists.  Piano Lab would be an elective that would improve the student’s sight reading scores.  AP Music Theory is also recommended for any student wishing to pursue Music in college or to improve the student’s sight reading skills.  
AP Music Theory A, B, and C

Grades 11-12

1/2 half credit:  Maximum (1 ½) one and one half

Prerequisite:  Students must have a working knowledge of musical concepts.

Fee: $35 for ear training software

Three Trimesters

This course begins with rudiments of music and progresses through analysis and music composition.  Also included are ear training and sight singing.  A general knowledge of music is required. Students should also have some performance experience, either instrumental or vocal.

Band A, B, and C

Grades 9-12

½ Credit each

Prerequisite: Consent of the Director

Fee: none

Three trimesters

This course is meant for experienced instrumentalists as well as students who wish to learn to play an instrument or transfer to a different instrument. The class will focus on fundamental musicianship and instrumental techniques. Opportunities for advanced players to pursue advanced material independently will also be made available. Students will continue into band B and C in next trimesters. Students will learn about competitive playing styles and percussion technique and athletic musicianship. Practices and competitions where participation is mandatory will take place after school and on weekends. This course is a performance class for experienced woodwind, brass and percussion instrumentalists. This class will focus on learning music through group performance.  Standard band literature will performed and an emphasis will be placed on improvement of musicianship and technique. Frequent performances are a required part of the course including performance at ACHS sporting events, KMEA Band Festival, two school based concerts, and the ACHS Graduation Ceremony.  
· Band students who wish to participate in KMEA all state or solo and ensemble festival

must be enrolled in band all year. Band A, B, C will be required for students who participate in KMEA Events
Beginning Guitar
Grades 9-12

½ Credit:  Maximum 1

Pre-requisite: none

Fee: none

One Trimester
This is a beginning acoustic guitar class for students who wish to learn the basics of guitar.  Students must provide their own acoustic guitar.  No previous experience required, just a desire to learn. Since this is a beginning guitar class, experienced guitarists who choose to enroll will be expected to assume responsibilities of peer mentoring and assist in the instruction of the course through small group leadership and one on one tutoring. Experienced guitarists will also be given course work reflective of their ability level and challenging enough as to encourage their individual growth on their instrument.

Percussion Ensemble 
Grades 9-12 

1 Credit:  Maximum 4

Prerequisite: Consent of the Director

Fee: none

Two Trimesters

This course is a performance class for experienced instrumentalists preferring to have an emphasis in percussion, but not required, meaning sax, piano, flute, etc. players can join. Previous band experience is required (6th-7th grade minimum). This class will focus on learning music through group performance.
Standard band literature will performed and an emphasis will be placed on improvement of musicianship and technique. Frequent performances in spring are a required part of the course including performance on weekends at Tri-state Indoor competitions and in Solo and Ensemble Festival.

- Students with percussion emphasis will be required to compete in all-district and solo and ensemble festival. Class time will be given to prepare for these auditions

Solo and Ensemble (Individual Help for solo work and auditions) B, and C
Grades 9-12 

1/2 Credit:  Maximum 4

Prerequisite: Consent of the Director

Fee: none

Two Trimesters

This course is a performance class for experienced woodwind, brass and percussion instrumentalists. This class will focus on learning music through solo performance.
Standard and advanced classical solo literature will performed and an emphasis will be placed on improvement of musicianship and technique. Performances and auditions will be found throughout the year to see where student stands on a state and district level. Auditions include All-District Band, All-State Band, Solo and Ensemble Festival, EKU Kernel Day, Campbellsville Band Day, college auditions, GSA auditions, etc. 

Drama I :Roots of Theater 1st trimester only
Grades 9-12
½ credit (maximum 2)
Pre-requisite: none
One Trimester
This course is devoted to the roots of theater. Folktales, Greek, Roman, and Medieval Theater will be the focus of this course. Students will compose, perform, and examine plays from each as well as write a program suitable for an elementary audience. Students will be responsible for acting, directing, and performing a play for the elementary schools in the county. Acting is required.

Drama 2: Modern Theater 2nd trimester only
Grades 9-12
½ credit (maximum 2)
Pre-requisite: Drama I with at least a “C” average
One Trimester
This course is a study of Modern Theater including the Realism period. Students will examine the works of Anton Chekhov, George Bernard Shaw, and Henrik Ibsen in addition to several other playwrights. Basic acting techniques will be studied and demonstrated during a short high school performance at the end of the trimester. Drama 2 focuses on literature and plot structure while examining the themes and conventions used by the playwright. Students will gain experience in writing plays suitable for the time period. Acting is required.

Drama 3: Technical Theater  3rd trimester only
Grades 9-12
½ credit (maximum 1)
Pre-requisite: Drama I with at least a “C” average
One Trimester
This course will focus on the third element of drama: Technical Theater. Students will participate in set construction and design in costuming, make-up, lighting, and sound. This course will take place during the 2nd trimester and will focus on the musical content for the spring production. Students will choose a play on their own and create a portfolio demonstrating knowledge of all components of technical theater.
Independent Theater – With Mrs. Haddix’s approval
Grades 10-12
½ credit (maximum 1)
Pre-requisite: consent from teacher
One trimester
This course is for students interested in college-level theater studies. Students will be responsible for 5 performances of various monologues, play writing, technical and literary portfolios, and practice in public relations. Acting and directing are required.

Debate 
Grades 9-12

½ credit (maximum 2)

Pre-requisite: none

One Trimester 










This course is designed to explore basic types of formal and informal debate including, but not limited to: cross-x (team debate), Lincoln-Douglas (one-on-one debate), and both U.S. and foreign Extemporaneous speaking. We also cover the elementary principles of group discussion and student congress.  While the course will use several texts as a basic foundation for learning the fundamental elements of debate, ----research, argument composition, and hands on debate matches and discussions will comprise most of the class time.

Public Speaking 
Grades 9-12

½ credit (maximum 2)

Pre-requisite: none

One Trimester 










This course prepares students to become more confident when speaking to clubs, classes, groups, and peers. During the first part of the course a text is used as a basis for learning communications theory and group discussion.  During the second half the text is more or less a reference.  Students are graded on projects, tests over selected chapters and speeches covering topics of the student’s choice.  

FOREIGN LANGUAGE

French I A & B
Grades 9-11

½ credit for each section of French I (1 credit total)

 Pre-requisite: none

Fee: none

Two Trimesters

The main goal of French I is to be able to communicate in French at a basic level. The four skills, speaking, listening, writing, and reading, will be used each class.  Cultural aspects of Europe, France and Paris will also be covered.

French II A & B
Grades 9-12

½ credit for each section of French II (1 credit total)

Pre-requisite: none

Fee: none

Two Trimesters
Prerequisite: Must have completed French I A and I B

Level II French continues to focus on communication as the goal. Speaking, listening, writing, and reading are used each class to build a stronger basic foundation.  The cultural focus remains on France but moves outside of Paris to regions such as Normandy and the Loire Valley. 

French III A & B

Grades 10-12
½ credit for each section of French III (1 credit total)

Pre-requisite: Must have completed French II A and II B 

 Fee: none

Two Trimesters
French III is geared for the student who wishes to further his or her skills in French passed the basic level. Much emphasis is placed on speaking, listening, writing, and reading and using these to communicate. The cultural focus will specifically be on Africa.

AP French A, B & C
Grades 11-12

½ credit for each section of AP French (1½ credit total)

Fee: none

Three Trimesters
Prerequisite: Completion of French III with a minimum of a "C" average 

AP French is an intense preparation for the AP Exam. Practice of AP test items and continued learning of grammar and vocabulary will be the focus.

*This class may be offered in alternating years depending on class enrollments.
French Conversation and Composition Through Film and Theatre

Grades 10-12

1/2 credit (Prerequisite: Completion of French II or higher AND teacher recommendation 

 Fee: none

One Trimester

This course is an advanced level French class that focuses on conversation and composition. Films and plays from French-speaking countries will fuel the class discussions. Students must be prepared to speak and write almost exclusively in French. 

Independent French I/ II
Grades 10-12

1/2 credit (May be taken up to two times)

Prerequisite: Completion of French III or higher AND teacher recommendation 
 Fee: none

Two Trimesters
This course is a self-study allowing the student continued practice of French in a manner that fits his/her needs. Students must choose from one of four areas: serve as an assistant and/or tutor during class, retry a level, advanced grammatical studies, or advanced cultural and literary studies.

Spanish I A & B                                                                       

Grades 9-11
One-half credit for each section
Pre-requisite: none

Fee: none

Two Trimesters
This course builds the foundation for future Spanish study. Students memorize basic vocabulary and learn to conjugate verbs in the present tense, form sentences, and carry on simple conversations.

 

Spanish II A & B

Grades 9-12
One-half credit for each section

Prerequisite: Spanish I A & B
Fee: none

Two Trimesters

Development continues in oral, listening, reading, and writing skills. Students learn increasingly complex grammatical structures along with the conjugation of verbs in the preterit, imperfect & future tenses.
Spanish III A & B
Grades 10-12
One-half credit for each section

Prerequisite: Spanish II A & B 

Fee: none

Two Trimesters
Students continue developing all four language skills in addition to studying the culture, traditions, and music of native Spanish speakers. Students learn to conjugate & to use the subjunctive mood.

AP Spanish A, B & C
Grades 11-12

½ credit each 

Prerequisite: Spanish III A & B
Fee: none

Three Trimesters
Vocabulary development and listening, oral, written, and reading proficiency are stressed, along with a strong cultural component. The class focuses on preparation for the A.P. Spanish Exam and future college-level study of the language.
Independent Study in Spanish
Grade 12
Prerequisite: AP Spanish A & B
Fee: none

Two Trimesters

This is a course for students who have completed the AP sequence, but who want to maintain fluency in the language their senior year. Students work with their teacher to develop the individualized course of study that best prepares them for college-level Spanish or a career in Spanish-language. Students may have the opportunity to develop their own lesson plans & teach Spanish to pre-school or primary-age children, they may work one-on-one with ESL students in the schools or they may do a guided study of Spanish grammar or literature in preparation for college-level study.

HEALTH and PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Health Education 
Grade Level: 9
Credit: ½
One Trimester
This required course emphasizes instruction in health essential skills. These skills are consumer health, safety, accident prevention, substance use and abuse, development, personal health, mental health, family life, and environmental health education.
 
Physical Education I 
Grade Level: 9
Credit: ½ 
One Trimester
Physical Education I is the required basic secondary physical education course. It is an extension in instruction received in the elementary and middle school, Activities will stress the development of basic skills, rhythmic activities, individual team sports and games, and self-testing physical fitness activities.
PE II: Team Games


Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½

Pre-requisite: “C” average in PE I

Fee:

One Trimester
Physical Education II shall consist of a continuation of activities included in PE I with an emphasis on advanced skill development, rule knowledge, and strategy acquisition, and physical development.

PE II: Conditioning

Pre-requisite: “A” average in PE I

Fee:

One Trimester

Family Sciences

Credit: ½ 

Grade Level:  9-10

Fee: $5.00

One Trimester

This comprehensive course provides an opportunity for acquiring basic life skills and guides students to explore select specific areas for concentrated study. Emphasis is on family, employability skills, adolescent development, introduction to textiles, interiors and design, financial management, challenges of parenting, establishing healthy relationships, and creating a foundation for healthy lifestyles and nutrition.

Leadership development will be provided through the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.

Consumer and Career Education
Grade Level: 9-10

Credit: ½ 

One Trimester

This course is designed to assist students in managing resources and preparing for their future career.  Practical problems addressed include the role of the consumer, setting up a budget, maintaining a checking account, savings and investments, use of credit, being a greater citizen, identifying abilities and aptitudes, and creating a job resume. Students will explore several career choices in Family and Consumer Sciences such as Housing, Fashion, Food Preparation, and Parenting and Child Development. Student leadership (FCCLA) may be an integral part of this course.
Parenting 0-6

Grade Level: 9-12

Credit: ½

One Trimester

This course is designed to aid students in developing parenting and care giving skills to children ages newborn to six years that can be applied in a variety of situations. Major topics include becoming an informed parent, understanding prenatal development, caring for the newborn, being an effective parent/caregiver, caring for the sick and elderly and exploring career opportunities in care giving. Leadership development will be provided through the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.

Parenting 7-Adolescence

Grade Level: 9-12

Credit: ½ 

One Trimester

 

This course is designed to aid students in developing parenting and care giving skills to children ages 7 to adolescence that can be applied in a variety of situations. Major topics include becoming an informed parent, understanding prenatal development, caring for the newborn, being an effective parent/caregiver, caring for the sick and elderly and exploring career opportunities in care giving. Leadership development will be provided through the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.

Advanced Child Development 1
Credit: ½ 

Grade Level: 9-12

One Trimester

Prerequisite: Child Development 0-6 and Child Development 7-Adolescence

This course addresses the practical problems related to understanding the types and stages of human growth and development, recognizing effects of heredity and environment on the life stages.  Careers in child/human development and adult care services are explored.  Leadership development will be provided through the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA) student organization.

Advanced Child Development 2
Credit: ½ 

Grade Level: 10-12

One Trimester

Prerequisite: Child Development 0-6, Child Development 7-Adolescence, and Advanced Child Development 1

This course addresses the practical problems related to meeting the needs of exceptional children, promoting optimum growth and development in the middle childhood, adolescent, and adulthood stages.  Careers in child/human development and adult care services are explored.  Leadership development will be provided through the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA) student organization.

Child Development Services 1
Credit: ½

Grade Level: 9-12

Prerequisite: Child Development 0-6 and 7-Adolescence
Course Description:  This course provides training for entry-level positions in day care centers, nurseries, kindergartens, and private homes.  Students study careers in child development, child development and guidance, children’s health and well being in group care, value of play, teaching strategies and management, and curriculum development.  The subject content is reinforced with work experience in a variety of childcare establishments.  Leadership development will be provided through the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.

Child Development Services 2
Credit: ½

Grade Level: 10-12

Prerequisite: Child Development 0-6 and 7-Adolescence and Child Development Services I

Course Description: Child Development Services II is a continuation of Child Development Services I and designed for students who wish to train for supervisory level positions or to further their education at the post secondary level in the area of childcare and development.  Students gain in-depth work experiences in child care establishments.  Leadership development will be provided through the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.
Principles of Teaching 1

Credit: ½ 

Grade Level: 9-12

This course provides opportunities for students with an interest in teaching to develop skills, strategies, and techniques used for instruction at various grade levels.  Instruction addresses the principles and procedures for promoting the physical, emotional, social, and intellectual development of children, adolescents and developmentally appropriate practices in educational settings.  Students will gain work experience in classrooms with certified teachers as part of their course work.  Other components include the development of a four-year post-secondary plan, salaries and benefits of a teacher, job security, and future projections of the job market.  Leadership experiences will be provided through student organizations (e.g., co-curricular, extra-curricular).
Principles of Teaching 2

Credit: ½ 

Grade Level: 9-12

Prerequisite: Principles of Teaching 1

This course provides opportunities for students with an interest in teaching to develop skills, strategies, and techniques used for instruction at various grade levels.  Instruction addresses the principles and procedures for promoting the physical, emotional, social, and intellectual development of children, adolescents and developmentally appropriate practices in educational settings. Other components include the development of a four-year post-secondary plan, salaries and benefits of a teacher, job security, and future projections of the job market.  Leadership experiences will be provided through student organizations (e.g., co-curricular, extra-curricular).

Relationships

Grade Level: 9-12

Credit: ½

Family Life education comprises a portion of this course, including dating and married relationships. Preparations for and the achievement of a successful marriage are emphasized. Money Skills for Math
Grade Level: 12

Credit: ½ Math Credit
One Trimester






This course is designed to provide students with math concepts needed in developing sound money management skills which will help to improve the quality of life for individuals and their families.  Components of math, decision making and problem solving skills, goal setting and technology will be integral components of the course.  A correlation to the math content in the program of studies was used in developing this course to count as a fourth math credit.  Leadership development will be coordinated through Family, Career and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA) student organization.

One Trimester 
Prerequisite: Foods and Nutrition 1A and 1B

Practical problems addressed relate to menu planning for meals and events, serving skills with an emphasis on employability and customer service, food presentation, special diets, nutrition for the lifespan, food planning for entertainment and an emphasis on careers related to food service and nutrition. Leadership development will be provided through the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.

Culinary Skills 1A
Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½

Pre-requisite: Foods and Nutrition 1A and B, and Foods and Nutrition 2
Fee: $25.00

One Trimester

This advanced course allows students to increase competencies in a variety of food preparation techniques. Emphasis will be placed on food presentation, garnishing, menu planning and the skills necessary to prepare for a career in the culinary arts profession. Leadership development will be provided through the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.

Culinary Skills 1B

Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½

Pre-requisite: Foods and Nutrition 1A, Foods and Nutrition 1B, Foods and Nutrition 2, and Culinary 1A.

Fee: $25.00

One Trimester

One Trimester
This course provides opportunities for students to develop career competencies in the fashion and interiors industry.  Practical problems include advanced textile construction techniques, and the creation of floor plans using current industry technology resources. Entrepreneurial opportunities will be explored.  Application of skills will occur through a variety of work experiences.   Leadership development will be provided through the Family, Career, and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA) student organization.

AGRICULTURE

Principles of Agriculture Technology



Grade Level: 9-10

Credit: ½ 

One Trimester

This course introduces students to the National FFA Organization, the history of the organization, parliamentary procedure, record keeping, public speaking and career opportunities in agriculture. The selection and planning of a supervised agricultural experience program and related record keeping will be presented.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  This class must be taken for a FFA member to receive their Greenhand FFA Degree.

Agriscience

Grade Level: 9-10

Credit: ½ 

One Trimester

This course will introduce students to an overview of the agriculture industry.  Basic animal science, plant science, and agriculture mechanics will be the focus of the curriculum.  A supervised agriculture experience program and related record keeping will e presented.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Students will receive guidance and counseling with preparatory instructional program selection.

* Both Principles of Agriculture and Agriscience classes will need to be taken to complete a career major.

Greenhouse Technology I

Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½ 

Pre-requisite: Principles of Agriculture Technology, Agriscience or teacher approval

One Trimester

Course Description:  Greenhouse Technology provides instruction in greenhouse structures and greenhouse environment regulations.  Plant growth and development and propagation are included as well as production and maintenance of bedding and container produced plants.  Fundamental principles of vegetable production and commercial production of vegetable crops may be included.  Content may be enhanced with appropriate technology.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.
Greenhouse Technology II

Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½ 

Pre-requisite: Greenhouse Technology I

One Trimester

Course Description:  This will be an extension of the Greenhouse Technology class.  Students will be working in a greenhouse setting planting, watering, and caring for plants.  An emphasis will also be on business management skills.  Content may be enhanced with appropriate technology.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.

Wildlife Management
Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½

Pre-Requisite:  Principles of Agriculture Technology, Agriscience or teacher approval

One Trimester

 Develops an awareness of wildlife industry resources.  The course includes: a study of ecology and ecosystems, wildlife habitat, population dynamics, management technics that deal with wildlife in all areas and the regulations that affect the wildlife industry. Content may be enhanced with appropriate applied scientific laboratory activities and computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.

Floral Design

Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½ 

Pre-requisite:  Principles of Agriculture Technology, Agriscience or teacher approval
Fee: $20.00

One Trimester

Floriculture and floral design provides instruction to develop floral design techniques using silk, dried, and fresh flowers.  Members of the class will make corsages, floral arrangement and wreaths during the class period.  Students will learn operation and management techniques of a florist business as well as identification, production and cultural maintenance practices of plants used in floral design and interior landscaping.  Content may be enhanced by utilizing appropriate technology.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.  

Landscape and Turf Management 

Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½ 

Pre-requisite: Principles of Agriculture Technology, Agriscience or teacher approval
One Trimester


Landscape and Turf Management will focus on the growing and caring for horticulture crops and turf grass.  Seeding, plant composition, pest management, herbicide application, reproduction and harvesting techniques will be some of the topics.  Leadership development will be provided through the FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.

Food Processing 
Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½ 

Pre-requisite: Principles of Agriculture Technology, Agriscience or teacher approval 

One Trimester

Food Processing involves gaining knowledge in the production of food products from farm level to the consumer with emphasis on distribution and marketing to a global society.  Potential marketing avenues and advertising of processed products along with current world food production issues will be examined. Food production areas covered by this course include but are not limited to meats and dairy. Content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.
Food Science
Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½

Pre-requisite: Principles of Agriculture Technology, Agriscience or teacher approval 

One Trimester

Food Science involves gaining knowledge in the production of food products from farm level to the consumer with emphasis on distribution and marketing to a global society.  Food Science areas to be covered include; Poultry, value added products, sustainability, food chemistry and food safety.  Content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.
Speciality and Small Animal Care

Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½

Pre-requisite: Principles of Agriculture, Agriscience or teacher approval

One Trimester

This course develops scientific knowledge, management practices, and marketing strategies in small and specialty animal technology.  The curriculum includes identification, anatomy, physiology, nutrition, health, selection and care of small animals such as dogs, cats, rabbits, companion birds, ostriches, emus, tropical fish, and fur bearers.  Content will be enhanced with appropriate applied scientific laboratory activities and computer applications.   Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.

Leadership Dynamics
Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½

Pre-requisite: None

One Trimester
This course is designed to assist students with developing skills needed to be successful leaders and responsible members of society.  The student will develop personal attributes and social skills.  Emphasis will be placed on interpersonal skills, team building, communication, personal development and leadership.  This course will include opportunities for students to apply their knowledge.
Small Power and Equipment 

Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½

Pre-requisite: Agriscience, Principles of Agriculture or teacher approval. 

One Trimester
Class Fee: $20.00
This course is designed to develop skills in maintenance, repair, and operation of equipment, small combustion-type engine and electric motors.  Content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.  
Animal Science
Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½

Pre-requisite: Agriscience, Principles of Agriculture or teacher approval. 

One Trimester

Animal Science develops basic knowledge and skills pertaining to livestock identification, selection, nutrition, reproduction and genetics, health management, and marketing of farm animals commonly produced in Kentucky.  The latest production technologies, as well as, biotechnological applications will be included.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.  
Ag Sales and Marketing 
Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½ 

Pre-requisite: Agriscience, Principles of Agriculture or teacher approval. 

One Trimester
This course provides an introduction to agricultural sales and marketing. Class work will include: Interpersonal relationships and sales strategies, Business management, Entrepreneurship skills, Real life investment strategies, stock market and online futures trading skills, business promotion and advertising, risk management strategies, personal finance and debt management training. Content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.

Ag Communications

Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½

Pre-requisite: Agriscience, Principles of Agriculture or teacher approval

One Trimester

This course develops an understanding of fundamental skills necessary to be successful in the agricultural communications industry.  Provides guided practice and applied experience utilizing various styles of communication including oral, written, and electronic communications.  Techniques of communications will include: traditional print media, brochure development, photography, videography, computer program applications, and website development.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.
Ag Construction
Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½

Pre-requisite: Agriscience, Principles of Agriculture or teacher approval

One Trimester

Prepares students to construct and maintain agricultural structures and equipment.  Thiw course will develop basic skills such as:  tool identification, interpreting plans, calculating a bill of materials, electrification, carpentry, welding, metal fabrication, plumbing, and masonry. Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.

Intro to Technology: Bio-related Tech, Communication and Manufacturing
Grade Level:  9
Credit: ½ 

Fee: $10.00

One Trimester

This course teaches the basics of Technology and Systems through problem solving and design as individuals, and in small and large groups.  Students will use tools and machines to make projects from three of the six areas of Technology.  This course includes the introduction, exploration, and applications of topics from technology and the development of technological systems.  Areas of Technology covered in this course are: Communication, Manufacturing and Bio-Relation Technology.

Computer Illustration: Animation 1

Grade Level: 10-12

Credit: ½

Fee: $3.00

One Trimester

Students will be introduced to the world of animation. This class will focus on the basics of animation. Students will participate in several animation projects including creating animation toys, flipbooks, stop-motion and pivot stick figure animation software. The basic principles of visual thinking and animation will be applied through these projects. Various types of animation will be viewed and discussed, and students will create an original animation for a final project.

The goal of AP Environmental Science course is to provide students with the scientific principles, concepts and methodologies required to understand the interrelationships of the natural world, to identify and analyze environmental problems both human and man-made, to evaluate the relative risks associated with these problems, and to examine solutions for resolving or preventing them.

Grade Level: 11, 12

This course involves an in-depth study of human anatomy and physiology as it relates to specialized body systems: Cardiovascular, Endocrine, Lymphatic, Respiratory, Digestive, Urinary and Reproductive Systems. Students engage in a variety of laboratory, lecture and discussion activities to explore the human body and its functions. 
Astronomy:

Grade Level: 11 or 12

Prerequisite: C or better in all required science courses






OR recommendation of science department

One trimester



Credit: ½

Astronomy will introduce students to a broad overview of astronomy. The course is broken up into three major units. Unit 1: History and Technology, students will learn exactly what astronomy is, how it originated and what we are still discovering today. Unit 2: Our Solar System, we will be studying the planets, moons, asteroids, meteorites, meteors, comets and of course the most important body in our Solar System--our Sun! Unit 3: The Known Universe-- stars, stars and more stars!! We will be learning about the life cycles of stars and the different types of stars in the galaxies. How stars are grouped into different constellations and galaxies. We will also be learning about the weird objects in space such as super novas, dark matter, pulsars and black holes!
Microbiology:

Grade Level: 11 or 12
Prerequisite: C or better in all required science courses OR recommendation of science department
One Trimester 


Credit: ½

Microbiology is recommended for any student that may be interested in the health science industry. This includes but is not limited to doctors, veterinarians, pharmacists, nurses, biologists, or environmental scientists. Microbiology is lab based. Students will participate in regular laboratory experiments transferring, growing, and identifying bacteria, fungi, and protists with an emphasis on the structure and function of these microorganisms.
Science Fiction versus Science Fact
Grade Level: 11 or 12 
Prerequisites: 10th grade reading level and interest in science fiction
One trimester 


Credit: ½

Science Fiction verses Science Fact is designed to separate current science fact and theory from fiction.  All good science fiction is based upon valid science which is either extrapolated past our current understanding or alters our current scientific understanding to create a universe unknown to us.  This course will use classic sci-fi literature and cinema to determine where science reality ends and the fiction begins.  We will be reading two science fiction books and watching the movies based upon these two books.  One of these books is: 20,000 Leagues Under the Sea by Jules Verne & the 2nd is Contact by Carl Sagan.  For each book and movie you will complete a reading guide and a viewing guide.  We will devote several hours of silent, in class reading for these books; however, some out of class reading may be required to finish the books on time.  We will have daily discussions to begin each class on the chapters assigned to be read by that day.   We will spend no more than 4 weeks total per book & movie.  These 2 movies and books will be covered during 6 – 8 weeks of the class.  In addition to these 2 pieces of science fiction we will spend 4 – 6 weeks viewing other, as yet to be determined movies with viewing guides.  Some of these movies will be rated PG-13.  We will also conduct internet research on science fiction that has become science fact (example: space flight); as well as, the feasibility of future science facts from current science fiction (example: worm hole travel).

The second part of world geography (B) continues from Section A with four main areas: Part One includes World Cultures emphasizing Asia; Part Two examines Globalization; Part Three examines world population and consumption; and Part Four covers immigration and Europe.

Government & Economics (Required)
Grade Level:  10

Credit: ½ 

Pre-requisite: None

One trimester
This course is devoted to providing an overview of the American political system. Secondary emphasis will be placed on world political systems. Students will develop a basic understanding of the American Constitution, the rights of citizens, and citizenship. Secondary emphasis will be devoted to the study of economics. Basic economic terminology and concepts will be emphasized. 

World Civilizations (Required)
Grade Level: 10

Credit: ½ 

Pre-requisite: None

One Trimester

World Civilization is a comprehensive study of World History designed to provide the students with a vital understanding of the past in order to help them understand their own times.  Students can expect to study world history from earliest times to the present.  Emphasis will demonstrate the continuity of history, the sweeping forces that shaped events, and the influence of each era upon succeeding times.  Great attention will be given to balancing political and economic developments with the growth of ideas, religions, education, the arts, and other aspects of intellectual and social history.   

US History to WWI and US History WWI to present (Required)
Grade Level:  11

Credit:  1 total credit

Prerequisite: None  

2 Trimesters 

This class will examine both the political and social history of the United States from Reconstruction of the nation after the Civil War to WWI. The class will begin with an overview of the US Constitution and the government of the US. Section A of US history will end with the conclusion of WWI, while Section B will examine the political and social history of the United states from the 1920s to present day. 

AP Human Geography (A and B)—may be taken in place of regular world geography
Grade Level: 9 only 
Credit: 1 
Pre-requisite: Teacher Recommendation
2 Trimesters

This course provides students with an in-depth study of the patterns and processes that have shaped human interaction with Earth and its resources. Students will employ a variety of concepts to examine human social organization and its environmental consequences. Students will also learn about the methods and tools geographers use in their science and practice.
AP World Civilization (A, B, and C) —may be taken in place of regular world civilization & 


government/economics
Grade Level: 10 - 12
Credit: 1 ½

Pre-requisite: None
3 Trimesters
AP world civilizations is a true global history class in that it covers topics from traditional societies in Asia, Africa, and the Middle east, as well as those in the West. Students can be expected to study civilizations from ancient times to modern. Emphasis will be given to major events and sweeping forces that influence succeeding times. Particular attention will be given to political, social, economic, religious, and intellectual changes and continuities. Attention will also be given to the formation and structures of government to satisfy the government/economics content area.
AP US History (A, B, and C) —may be taken in place of regular US history
Grade Level: 11 - 12
Credit: 1 ½

Pre-requisite: None
3 Trimesters
AP US history is the equivalent of a college survey history course and is designed to better prepare the student for the AP Exam in May. This class will also include an intensive survey of American literature as it pertains to the American experience in historical context.
AP Psychology (A & B) (Elective)
Grade Level: 11 - 12 
Credit: 1
Pre-requisite: Teacher permission for 11th graders only 
2 Trimesters

Students will be introduced to the systematic and scientific study of behavior and mental processes. Students will increase their understanding of psychology, its methods, and research. This is a survey course that will prepare students to take the AP exam. Student study habits and participation should reflect that this is a college level class and students will be expected to complete many writing assignments and projects. Students should be prepared for work outside the classroom.

AP European History (A & B) (Elective)
Grade Level: 12
Credit: 1
2 Trimesters

Students will obtain knowledge of basic chronology and major events/trends from approximately 1450 to the present. Students will develop an understanding of the principle themes in modern European history, an ability to analyze historical evidence, and an ability to analyze and express historical understanding in writing.

AP Economics (A, B & C) (Elective)
Grade Level:  11 - 12

Credit: 1 ½ 
Pre-requisite: None

3 trimesters
AP Econ will consist of AP Microeconomics and AP Macroeconomics taught over three trimesters.  The first semester will begin AP Microeconomics which will focus on basic economic concepts, productive markets, factor markets, government regulation, and market failures.  Macroeconomics will follow, focusing on Macroeconomic measurements, National Output, Fiscal Policy, Banking, Monetary Policy, Policy combinations, and International Econ.  Students will take two separate AP exams, each held on the same day.  

History of Rock and Roll (Elective)

Grade Level: 11-12 

Credit: ½ 
Pre-requisite: Teacher Recommendation
1 Trimester
The class will involve extensive reading, research, and writing. Students will examine the evolution processes of rock and roll starting with the blues and moving into the 50’s to the present gaining an appreciation for each era of rock and roll. Particular attention will be paid to cultural trends, changes, and continuities, and historical foundations. 

Psychology (Elective)
Grade Level: 11-12 
Credit: ½ 
Pre-requisite: None
1 Trimester
This is a social science class deals with the behavior and thinking of organisms. Topics will include personality changes, intellectual development, theories regarding human nature, abnormal behavior, and stress and adjustment.

Abnormal Psychology (Elective)

Grade Level: 11-12

Credit: ½ 

Pre-requisite: None

1 Trimester

This course will introduce you to a wide variety of psychological disorders and theoretical concepts that underlie them. You will learn the presenting symptoms, criteria, possible causes and treatments for each disorder discussed. By the end of this course, you are expected to have learned important information related to the study of abnormal behavior and you should be able to think critically about the topic. This course is designed in a stimulating way to increase your knowledge about how clinical psychologists approach work in their field and how abnormal psychology guides our understanding of mental processes that may disrupt lives.
US Military History (Elective)
Grade Level: 11 - 12
Credit: ½ 
Pre-requisite: None
1 Trimester
Students will examine the history of the United States military’s conflicts from the birth of our nation to present day.  Focus will be on weapons development, leaders, tactics, grand strategies of our military, and the impact of technology upon military operations.  Major battles will be examined as well as the American soldiers evolution from revolutionary war militia to the most technologically advanced fighting man in the world. 
Sports in American History (Elective)

Grade Level: 11 -12
Credit: ½ 
Pre-requisite: None
1 Trimester
This class will use American sports as a means of better explaining the major themes of American history.  With concentration on the major team sports, the class will examine several significant themes (urbanism, technology, class, race and gender) in the larger contexts of American history.  Special emphasis will be placed on the importance of sports in American cultural trends.

Criminal Law and Justice (Elective)
Grade Level: 11 -12

Credit: ½ 

Pre-requisite: None
1 Trimester
This course is general survey of the principles, system, and process of criminal justice. The course will include an introduction to conceptions and definitions of crime, criminal law, and due process. The course will include an examination of the organization and operation of the three basic components of the criminal justice system—the police, the courts, and corrections—individually and in relationship to one another. To broaden student understanding of criminal law and justice, the course will also include the historical perspective of crime and punishment, famous criminals and cases, and a modern day look at crime and justice in our society. 

Sociology (Elective)
Grade Level: 11 – 12 
Prerequisite: None 
Credit: ½ credit 
1 Trimester
Sociology is the scientific study of human society. It is concerned with the behavior of human beings in group situations. The study of sociology, therefore, consists of trying to understand: The basic units and institutions of social life, such as the family, schools, neighborhoods, rural and urban communities, and the many other kinds of groups with which humans identify. This group can include occupational, political, religious, ethnic, family, economic status, or ideology. The sociological perspectives focus on how those social relationships arise, why they persist, why antagonisms develop, and how they maintain social order to contribute to social change.

Bluegrass Community and Technical College-Anderson Campus
Grade Level:  11 and 12
One to four credits

2-8 trimesters (1 semester course @BCTC = 2 trimesters courses @ ACHS)
Students may enroll in Bluegrass Community and Technical College-Anderson Campus courses and receive dual credit at the high school.  Enrollment is limited; therefore, students must receive approval from the counselor before enrolling in classes at the tech center.  Tuition and books for the classes are the responsibility of the student. Students must meet SBDM dual credit policy requirements.  If a student withdrawals from a course at BCTC before the semester ends, he/she must return to the high school and enroll in a course at ACHS; otherwise, the transcript will reflect a failing grade for that course and students will lose the privilege of enrolling in any future BCTC dual credit courses.   Students taking a Fall Semester course at BCTC will be scheduled for that course during the 1st and 2nd trimesters at ACHS.  Students taking a Spring Semester course at BCTC will be scheduled for the course during the 2nd and 3rd trimesters at ACHS.
Work-Based Learning Experience/Co-op
Grade 12
Maximum 1 1/2 credit total

Limited to 50 students and offered 5th block only
Seniors are able to earn up to one and a half credit s while working in the local business community as a part of their school day.  The student must be employed in a career he/she is interested in pursuing.  Each interested senior must complete a preliminary job application to be considered.  The student’s weekly work hours must be equivalent to the hours WBLE appears on his/her class schedule.  Employers will evaluate their student employees each nine weeks in the areas of attitude, dependability, cooperation, appearance and knowledge of work. Lucas Shouse must approve all jobs. Peer Tutoring
Grade Level:  11-12
Credit:  ½  Maximum: 1 credit (½ credit junior year and ½ credit senior year)
One trimester

This course introduces the student to the various aspects of special education.  The student will be required to assist special education students in classes, with work and daily school routines.  Requirements for the class are a research paper on the specific disability of the student they are assigned.  Confidentiality is a requirement and breach of confidentiality will result in the student failing the class.  This class would be beneficial for college bound education majors.  Students will need to fill out an application and qualified students will be chosen by a panel of teachers.  Students can take this class for one trimester their junior year and one trimester their senior year.

Academic Lab
Grade Level:   9-12
Credit: 1/2

One trimester

This course is designed to provide students with extra assistance in content area classes. The teacher works with students on assignments and projects while also enhancing study skills. Permission to take this class must come from the special education department chair.   

Career Options I
Grade Level:  9-12
Credit: 1/2

One trimester

Career Options is a course for students at the secondary level focusing on orientation to careers. The course is designed for all students; however, special populations should have a high priority in enrolling in this class. This course includes an introduction to the fourteen career clusters and places emphasis on the link between career assessment and career goals as identified in the Student Career/Transition Plan. Course content focuses on employability skills which includes basic skills instruction in reading, mathematics, and communication. Personal qualities of responsibility, self-esteem, sociability, self-management, work ethics, and integrity are developed through job and school-related activities. Opportunities are to be provided for students to learn problem solving, decision-making, reasoning, creative thinking, and learning/study skills. Work-based learning activities include job shadowing experiences, preceded by training related to safety, liability, and labor laws.

Career Networking

Grade Level: 9-12
Credit:  1/2

One trimester

Career Networking is a continuation of Career Options course. This course provides opportunities for exploration of the fourteen career clusters with an in-depth focus on two or more clusters. The curriculum will include a continuum of employability skills and computer knowledge needed in the workplace. School-based or work-based experiences may include activities such as career days, guest speakers, and school stores. Work-based learning may encompass field trips, shadowing, internship, and work experience. Upon completion of the course, students will have an opportunity to select a career major. If a career major is not selected, students may choose Work Transition. 

Career Exploration
Grade Level:  9-12
Credit: 1/2

One trimester

Career Exploration provides a foundation for students to continue an in-depth exploration in concepts and skills related to career opportunities in three of the fifteen occupation clusters. Exploration activities would include laboratory and/or simulated experiences in school and community which enhance the development of some entry level skills in each of the three designated clusters. The communities may serve as base for students to be involved in job tryouts and work experience in the three clusters.

Community Based Work Transition Program (CBWTP)
Grade Level:  9-12
Credit: 1/2

One trimester

This instructional program is designed as a capstone course in which special education students works in a paid or non-paid position in a business/industry. The student who works fifteen hours or more a week would qualify for minimum credit. In addition to the employment component, Cooperative Work Experience includes a Coop related class designed to provide students with tasks representative of work performed in the various work sites. The course emphasizes the application of interpersonal and human relations skills, problem solving, and transitional skills. The related class is individualized and is to relate to the students Training/Plan Agreement.  Permission must be granted from program instructor.  
Yearbook Marketing & Advertising
Grade Level: 11-12
Credit:  1/2


One trimester
This course offers extensive and practical experience in the yearbook journalism.  Students develop marketing skills and public relation abilities through marketing of the advertisement section of the text.  Small business accounting skills are developed through hands on experience.  Senior editors are required to complete this course.  Instructor permission is required before registration.  

Yearbook Production
Grade Level: 11-12
Credit:  1/2

System design considerations are addressed. Emphasis is on local area networks, and students will install a simple local area network. This course will help prepare student to take standard industry certification tests.

The design, layout, and composition of images, animation, and video suitable for Web site production is stressed.
Macromedia Flash
Course # 110802             Credits: 1

IT 134-This course will introduce Macromedia Flash. Students will gain experience in creating graphics, animation, text, forms, and special effects. In addition to basic Flash animation, the course provides an introduction to action scripting, which is used in game development.
